In accordance with 47 CFR 73.561 (d), Minnesota Public Radio ("MPR"), licensee of
KCCD-FM, Moorhead, MN, hereby informs the Commission that MPR has temporarily
been operating KCCD- FM at reduced power since November 29, 2005 due to icing of
the antenna. MPR is currently operating the facility at 24% of authorized power. We will
be able to operate back at full power once the weather warms sufficiently for the ice to
melt.
