Dear Ms Dortch:

In accordance with 47 CFR 73.561 (d), Minnesota Public Radio ("MPR"), licensee of
KNBI-FM, Bemidji, MN, hereby informs the Commission that MPR has temporarily
been operating KNBJ- FM at reduced power since June 9, 2005 due to the failure of the
tuning control. MPR has been able to do some work-around work to operate the facility
at 85% of authorized power, but until replacement parts can be found and installed, we
expect to operate KNBJ at only 85% of authorized power. The transmitter is not new and
the transmitter manufacturer is out of business. MPR is actively searching for a
replacement part and expects to have the facility back on the-air at its fully authorized
power as soon as possible.
